History and Expansion

IBH Addiction Recovery, known initially as the Interval Brotherhood Home, was
founded by the Reverend Samuel Ciccolini — better known as Fr. Sam —in 1970
to help those struggling with alcoholism.

IBH Addiction Recovery began as a residential treatment center rooted in the 12-
step recovery program. Over the years, our services and programs have evolved
to meet the needs of our client base with a focus on treating both drug and
alcohol addiction.

IBH Addiction Recovery is located on the same 70 acres of serene, rolling grounds
near Portage Lakes as when it first opened in 1970. Purchased from the Carmelite
Monks, the property originally included a monastery, farmhouse, pole barn, and
chicken coops. Over the years, the existing structures have been renovated and
remodeled - and two new buildings added - all to meet the changing needs of IBH
Addiction Recovery’s staff and clients.

Today, the original monastery and chapel are now known as the Men’s Residence.
At the same time, the white farmhouse, built in 1844, is home to Administration
Offices. Two large chicken coops, from which the monks used to sell eggs, were
converted into a Women’s Residence in the early 1980s, featuring semi-private
and dorm-style rooms. The utilitarian pole barn was transformed into a building
that was leased out to other organizations, such as Community Support Services
and The Village Network, over the years. More recently, the former pole barn
became the Men’s Residence.

The two newer structures include a Therapy Center and Education Center. The
Therapy Center, built in the mid-1980s, houses counseling services, an auditorium
for in-service programs, and office space. The Education Center, the newest
building, includes a full-size gym complete with modern elliptical equipment,
treadmills, stationary bikes, and cable-type workout centers.

Expanding to Meet New Challenges

IBH Addiction Recovery’s Men’s Recovery House provides residents with
aliving environment free of drugs and alcohol, centered on peer support and
connection to services that promote sustained recovery.

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Community of Sober Support
Being surrounded by others in recovery creates a strong network of sober
support, a feeling of belonging and safe friendships.

With 21 beds, the on-campus facility includes nine shared bedrooms and a shared
bathroom, as well as a living room, laundry area, workout space, and kitchen.
While staffed 24/7, residents still must cook and clean for themselves, including
doing their own laundry. Residents also govern the house with an elected
chairperson, co-chairperson, secretary, and treasurer who meet weekly to discuss
issues, fundraising ideas, and social events.

IBH Addiction Recovery expanded its physical footprint with the addition of our
Firestone Park Outpatient and Aftercare Facility in the fall 2021. Conveniently
located on the METRO RTA bus line and a short distance from both downtown
Akron and our Main Campus, the newly renovated building houses our Outpatient
Programs and the IBH REACH Program that provides aftercare support.

The Firestone Park Outpatient and Aftercare Facility has many features that will
improve how IBH Addiction Recovery delivers our drug and alcohol addiction
treatment.

Meeting Rooms
With both large and private rooms, there is ample space for community events
and support meetings.

Computer Lab
The lab provides computers and internet access to outpatient and aftercare
clients to work on job applications, build resumes, or search for reliable housing.

Drop-In Center
Set in a coffee shop-like atmosphere, the drop-in center provides a place for
clients to connect with others or receive positive reinforcement.

Referral Resources
Onsite peer support and referral services are available to assist clients in finding
additional outpatient programs and levels of care to continue their recovery.

Outpatient Programs

Our Outpatient Programs, which include an Intensive Outpatient option, are
designed to facilitate relapse management, and provide coping strategies through
treatment and support services.

Aftercare / IBH REACH Program
A peer-based aftercare program that reinforces the values learned during
treatment, while providing a practical application of recovery skills.

As a provider of evidence-based treatment for drug and alcohol addiction,
IBH Addiction Recovery is committed to addressing the underlying causes of the
disease of substance use disorder.

Our leadership, clinical staff, and select board members can provide valuable
insight and specific information on the latest in drug and alcohol addiction
treatment, the ongoing response to the opiod crisis, and recent trends in
medication-assited treatment.
